The HIV Support Fund is designed to educate and improve the quality of life of individuals living in Sheffield who are infected or affected by HIV and AIDS.

The main priorities are to contribute towards:
· reducing the stigma and discrimination attached to HIV
· equitable access to treatment, care and support for people living with HIV 

· improved knowledge and understanding of sexual health and sexual health services focusing on vulnerable groups e.g. young people, young adults, hard to reach groups 

· effective HIV prevention in order to halt the spread of HIV 

· early diagnosis of HIV through ethical, accessible and appropriate testing specifically high risk groups 
· increase the uptake of HIV testing 

· provide opportunities for individuals to manage their own sexual health either independently or with support

· supporting individuals affected into further education / employment
